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VARIETY NAME

Many olive varieties are available. ‘Arbequina’ is the preferred one for Central Fla

PLANTING TIME
Any time as long as plants are in pots
SUN EXPOSURE
Full sun
COLD TOLERANCE / PROTECTION

When blooms are present, cover the plants with blankets if risk of freeze or frost 

PLANTING DEPTH

Same as depth in pots

SOIL TYPE

Sandy soil, add compost/worm casting before planting
WATERING

Water once a day for the 1st month. Every other day for the next month. Then once a week.

BLOOMING TIME

February/March

FRUITS MATURITY

September / October in Florida
FERTILIZATION

Apply organic fertilizer in March, May & August
INSECTS & DISEASES

No major pest or disease in gardens but watch for caterpillars and pick them up

PRUNING

Trees can be pruned from March to September in order to obtain desired shape
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
