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PLANTING TIME
From mid October to February as long as plants are in pots
SUN EXPOSURE
Full sun or at least 6 hours of sun per day
COLD TOLERANCE / PROTECTION

When blooms/fruits are present, cover the plants with blankets if risk of freeze or frost 

PLANTING DEPTH

Same as depth in pots (do not cover the plant crown). Make sure the soil is moist before planting. Apply mulch around the plants to prevent evaporation and keep fruits clean
SOIL TYPE

Plant in slightly acidic soil (pH 5.5 to 6), add organic matters and compost to garden beds. If grown in pots, either use a mix made of 60% peat 30% compost & 10% perlite or a mix made of 50% aged pine bark and 50% compost.
WATERING

Water preferably with drip once a day if no rain to keep the soil moist

BLOOMING TIME & FRUITS MATURITY
Blooms from December to March & fruits from January to mid May
FERTILIZATION

Apply 1 small handful of organic fertilizer per plant every 5 weeks from planting time to mid February
INSECTS & DISEASES

No major pest or disease but remove caterpillars or use organic BT spray 
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
